14. (1) Where a person who is a farmer, commercial fisherman or
aquaculturist purchases goods of a class that are exempt to farmers,
commercial fishermen or aguaculturists, the person shall not be required
to pay the tax if the person furnishes to the vendor the “Marked Gasoline
or Marked Diesel Permit” (plasticized) issued in the person’s name
pursuant to the Gasoline Tax Act R.S.P.E.I. 1988, Cap. G-3.

2. Subsection 40(3) of the said regulations is revoked and the
following substituted and added:

(3) Subject to subsection (3.1), the annua license fee for an
entertainment device is $200 in respect of each device.
