(i) at the annual meeting, or
(if) has confirmed, in writing, a willingness to accept a
nomination.

(8) A candidate nominated pursuant to subsection (6) shall be declared
elected by acclamation as a board member where
(a) the nominating committee of the regional authority has presented
the candidate’ s name pursuant to subsection (6); and
(b) no nominations have been received from the floor pursuant to
subsection (7).

(9) The chief executive officer of each regional authority shall appoint
an employee of the regional authority as returning officer for the purposes
of conducting elections pursuant to these regulations.
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(10) An election shall be carried out where more than one candidate
has been nominated for a vacancy on the board.

9. Every person intending to vote in an election shall
(a) sign aDeclaration of Voter as set out in Form 1 with the returning
officer or the returning officer’s designate prior to voting;
(b) complete the Write In Ballot as set out in Form 2 and provided
by the returning officer or designate indicating the candidate for

(c) fold the ballot paper and return it to the returning officer or
designate for placement in the ballot box.

(c) has been torn, defaced, or otherwise handled by the voter so asto
identify the voter; or
(d) has no vote marked on it.

(4) Where, after all ballots cast that have not been rejected pursuant to
subsection (3) have been tabulated, two or more candidates are tied for
the greatest number of votes, the returning officer shall call for a re-
election to be held at the same annual meeting.

(5) Only those candidates having an equal number of votes shall be
eligibleto run in are-election held pursuant to subsection (4).

(6) Where are-election has been held pursuant to subsection (5)
(a) the returning officer and the scrutineers chosen pursuant to clause
(2)(a) by the candidates tied for the greatest number of votes shall
tabulate the votes; and
(b) the returning officer shall announce the results of the election
after the tabulation of the votes.

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EXPLANATORY NOTES
These regulations provide for elections to, and appointments by
Executive Council to, the five regiona authorities established under the
Health and Community Services Act for the delivery of heath and
community services.

SECTION 1 details the composition of the board of each regional
authority, and divides each regional authority into electoral zones (as set
out in Schedules A through E) for the purpose of holding elections.

SECTION 2 establishes the qualifications required of candidates for
election as board members and the categories of persons ineligible for
election as board members.

SECTION 3 sets out the eligibility requirements for voters in regional
authority elections.

SECTION 4 establishes the qualifications required of persons for
appointment as board members and the categories of persons ineligible
for appointment as board members.

SECTION 5 requires boards of regional authorities to consult with
physicians and employees regarding the affairs of the regional authority.

SECTION 6 establishes a three-year term for board members.
SECTION 7 provides for the replacement of vacancies on the boards.

SECTION 8 edtablishes the procedure for elections in regional
authorities.

SECTION 9 establishes the duties of eligible voters.

SECTION 10 sets out the duties of the returning officer in a regional
authority election.

SECTION 11 requires the Minister to cause the names of board members
elected to each regional authority to be published in the Gazette.

SECTION 12 requires the board of each regiona authority to elect a
chair, vice-chair, and any other executive members and officers the board
considers necessary.

SECTIONS 13 through 17 provide for transitional provisions applicable
to each board for the years 1999 through 2001.
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SECTION 18 deems these regulations to have come into force on
October 26, 1999.

SCHEDULES A through E establish electoral zones for use in elections
in each regional authority.

FORMS 1 through 3 are required by SECTIONS 9 and 10 of these
regulations.
