1. Section 18 of the Pharmacy Act Standards Regulations
(EC618/87) isamended by

(a) renumbering the section to subsection (1);

(b) by the addition of the following subsection:

(2) Notwithstanding subsection (1), the Provincial Pharmacy may provincial
transfer a prescription to a Class | pharmacy without the patient's request, gpzfer ”\‘;’ﬁ transfer
provided that

(a) the transfer includes the information required by clauses (1)(a)
and (b); and

(b) where the patient expresses a preference for a Class | pharmacy,
that the transfer is made to that pharmacy.

2. These regulations are deemed to have come into force on May 1,
