(i) bars, lounges and banquet facilities such as lobster suppers, 
and 
(ii) bakeries and delicatessens, food fair outlets and catering 
trucks and kitchens including sandwich distributors; 

(b) Type II Establishments - eating establishment premises with 
seating for fewer than 25 persons, such as lunch counters, snack bars 
and similar premises, including roadside and recreational canteens, 
home bakeries and food facilities, dairy bars and similar outlets, 
street vendor carts and convenience stores;  
(c) Type III Establishments - as determined at the discretion of the 
Director, 

(i) premises such as churches, community halls and the premises 
of non-profit organizations and clubs, where the food service is 
part of a non-commercial activity, and 
(ii) premises where local, minor sports tournaments, dance 
festivals or similar activities are held; 

(d) Type IV Establishments - premises used to host special events or 
activities which may be held on a day-by-day basis or for extended 
periods, at which food is sold to the public, including exhibitions, 
fairs, tournaments and similar events; and 
(e) Type V Establishments - premises used to host an activity on an 
ongoing basis in which food products are displayed and sold to the 
public at public events, including craft fairs, flea markets, farmers’ 
markets and similar premises.
