SECTIONS 5-9 amend Schedules 1 and 13 to 16 to the regulations, 
which incorporate recent revisions to the Act that require the respondent 
to make rent or mortgage payments arising in respect of the residence, 
and that restrain the respondent from terminating the basic services of 
utilities servicing the residence. The Schedules also include new 
information regarding the date of birth of the respondent for 
identification purposes.
