(EC693/00) is amended by the addition of the following after section 
56: 

56.1 (1) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in section 56, a 
subdivision of three or more lots may be permitted outside the 1,000 foot 
(304.8 metre) development area specified in subsection 56(1) if 

(a) the parcel of land being subdivided is 10 or more acres in size; 
and 
(b) the subdivision is for a resource use. 

(2) Where a subdivision permitted under subsection (1) is for an 
agricultural resource use, a dwelling unit may be permitted to support 
that use. 

2. Section 68 of the regulations is amended by the revocation of 
Table 12 and the substitution of the following:

EXPLANATORY NOTES  
 
The amendments provide for a subdivision and dwelling unit exception 
within the Princetown Point - Stanley Bridge Special Planning Area, and 
revise the fee schedule for subdivision approvals and development 
permits.
