1. Clauses 63(10)(d), (e) and (f) of the Planning Act Subdivision and 
Development Regulations (EC693/00) are revoked and the following 
substituted: 

(d) with the exception of the community of Miscouche, limit the 
number of lots in a subdivision for residential use pursuant to clause 
(c) to no more than five lots per existing parcel of land, unless  

(i) central water service, central sewerage service, or both of 
them, by a municipal water utility, municipal sewerage utility, or 
both of them, is available, and  
(ii) an irrevocable agreement has been signed between the 
developer and the municipal water utility, municipal sewerage 
utility, or both of them, to provide central water service, central 
sewerage service, or both of them, to all lots prior to the 
conveyance of any lot from the approved subdivision; and 

(e) require the municipality to report to the Minister, on or before 
April 30 of each year, the number of lots approved and development 
permits issued in the previous fiscal year, by type of intended use.
