GASOLINE TAX ACT
REGULATIONS

(Approved by His Honour the Lieutenant Governor in Council dated 21
June 2005.)

Pursuant to section 9 of the Gasoline Tax Act R.S.P.E.1. 1988, Cap. G-3,
Council made the following regulations:

1. Section 4 of the Gasoline Tax Act Regulations (EC283/72) is
amended by the addition of the following after subsection (2):

(2.1) For greater certainty, the Minister may issue a Marked Gasoline
Permit, under this section, to the owner or operator of a boat that is used
as a pleasure craft for the purpose of enabling the owner or operator to
obtain fuel where unmarked gasoline is not available.

2. Section 15 of the regulations is amended by the addition of the
following after subsection (1):

(1.1) Notwithstanding anything to the contrary in these regulations, a
person who holds a Marked Gasoline Permit that is issued in the
circumstances and for the purpose referred to in subsection 4(2.1) is not
exempt from the requirements, in subsections 2(1) and (2), to pay the tax
in respect of the purchase or consumption of marked gasoline.

3. Section 27 of the regulations is amended by the addition of the
following after subsection (2):

(2.1) For greater certainty, the Minister may issue a Marked Diesel Oil
Permit, under this section, to the owner or operator of a boat that is used
as a pleasure craft for the purpose of enabling the owner or operator to
obtain fuel where unmarked diesel oil is not available.

4. These regulations come into force on July 2, 2005.

EXPLANATORY NOTES

At various places and ports, unmarked gas or diesel oil is not obtainable
by the owners or operators of pleasure craft. These amendments will
allow these persons to obtain marked gas or marked diesel oil permits so
that they can purchase marked gas or marked diesel oil. However, the
owners of pleasure craft who are issued such permits will, unlike other
