Pursuant to section 7 of the Natural Areas Protection Act R.S.P.E.L
1988, Cap. N-2 Council made the following regulations:

1. Subsection 3(2) of the Natural Areas Protection Act Regulations
(EC54/89) is amended by the deletion of the words “Notwithstanding
subsection (1), the” and the substitution of the word “The”.

2. The regulations are amended by the addition of the following after
section 3:

3.1 (1) The Lieutenant Governor in Council may, in writing, authorize
the person responsible for the management of any natural area to engage
in an activity prohibited by subsection 3(1) if the Lieutenant Governor in
Council is satisfied that such activity is necessary in the public interest.

(2) Terms and conditions may be attached
(a) by the Minister to an authorization issued under subsection 3(2);
and
(b) by the Lieutenant Governor in Council to an authorization issued
under subsection (1).

(3) This section is repealed on April 1, 2006.

3.2 (1) Notwithstanding subsection 3(1) and subject to subsection (3)
and (4), a person may engage in an activity prohibited by subsection 3(1)
in respect of a natural area, or permit such an activity, if

(2) For greater certainty, the repeal of section 3.1 does not effect the
validity of an authorization issued under that section or the continued
application of the terms and conditions attached to an authorization under
that section.

(3) The Minister may revoke an authorization issued to a person under
subsection 3(2) where the Minister is satisfied that the person has
contravened a condition attached to the authorization.

(4) The Lieutenant Governor in Council may revoke an authorization
to a person issued under subsection 3.1(1) where the Lieutenant
Governor in Council is satisfied that the person has contravened a
condition attached to the authorization.

3. These regulations come into force on March 18, 2006.

EXPLANATORY NOTES

The amendment authorizes the Lieutenant Governor in Council to allow
a person responsible for management of any natural area to engage in an
activity otherwise prohibited by the regulations where the Lieutenant
Governor in Council considers it necessary to do so in the public interest.
The amendment also clarifies that a person who acts under an
authorization of the Minister or the Lieutenant Governor in Council does
not contravene subsection 3(1) of the regulations.
