(1.1) Every person who contravenes clause 2(1)(1) is guilty of an
offence and is liable, on summary conviction, to a fine of not less than
$100 and not more than $1,000.

(b) by the addition of the following after subsection (3):

(3.1) Every person who contravenes subsections (2) or (3) is guilty of
an offence and is liable, on summary conviction, to a fine of not less than
$50 and not more than $100.

3. Section 3 of the regulations is amended

(a) by the addition of the following after clause (b):

(b.1) is operating a power-assisted bicycle during the period
beginning April 1 in a year and ending November 30 in that year;

EXPLANATORY NOTES
SECTION 1 adds two definitions to the provision.

SECTION 2 includes offence and penalty provisions that specify the
penalty amounts for offences in relation to a dog running at large on the
trail; for failing to wear a bicycle safety helmet on the trail, and for a
parent or guardian authorizing a person under 16 years of age to operate a
bicycle on the trail without wearing a bicycle safety helmet.

SECTION 3 authorizes the use of a power-assisted bicycle on the trail
between April 1 and November 30 in any given year, and authorizes a
law enforcement vehicle to be on the trail for the purpose of conducting
routine patrols.

SECTION 4 includes an offence and penalty provision and specifies the
penalty amount in relation to a motorized vehicle being on the trail in
contravention of the provision.

SECTION 5 provides for the commencement of these regulations.
