Potato Marketing Plan Regulations, and the Agricultural Products Marketing Act (Canada), the Prince

DEALER LICENSING ORDER

Application 1. This order applies to the control and regulation of potato dealers in Prince Edward
Island.

Definitions 2. In this order

(a) “Act” means the Natural Products Marketing Act R.S.P.E.I. 1988, Cap. N-3; 

(b) “Board” means the Prince Edward Island Potato Board established pursuant to
the Act;

(c) “Consumer” means a person who purchases potatoes for personal consumption
by that person or his family;

(d) “Dealer” means a person who, on his own behalf or as an agent for or on
behalf of any other person, is engaged in the marketing of potatoes in Canada
and the United States, including Puerto Rico;

(e) “Dispute Resolution Corporation” means the Fruit and Vegetable Dispute
Resolution Corporation established in 1999 pursuant to Article 707 of the
North American Free Trade Agreement;

(f) “Plan” means any plan established for the marketing of potatoes established
and amended from time to time pursuant to the Act;

(g) “potatoes” means potatoes produced in the Province of Prince Edward Island;

(h) “producer” means a person who, in Prince Edward Island, grows potatoes on
his own land or on land owned by others; and 

(i) “transfer” includes any sale of shares of a corporation which results in a
change of control of the corporation.

Licensing 3. (1) No dealer shall engage in the marketing of potatoes without a license from the
Board.

  (2) Subsection 3.(1) does not apply to any producer who sells his own potatoes
directly to a consumer in Prince Edward Island.

Fees 4. The license fee payable to the Board by all dealers engaged in the marketing of
potatoes shall be $ 1,400 plus applicable taxes annually and such license shall be issued
to a dealer only on the dealer agreeing to the terms and conditions as set forth in the
application for the license.  
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Collection and   5. (1) Each dealer engaged in the marketing of potatoes in Prince Edward Island shall
remittance of pay a charge to the Board of three cents per hundredweight for potatoes shipped
levies  by the dealer based on each transportation number issued by the Board.  In

addition, each dealer shall collect and remit to the Board the prescribed
producer levies for such shipments as set out in Board Order 06-1 (Levies Order).
 

   (2) For potatoes planted in the year 2005, the levies payable pursuant to section
5.(1) shall be six cents ($0.06) per hundredweight.

  (3) For potatoes planted in the year 2006, the levies payable pursuant to section
5.(1) shall be six cents ($0.06) per hundredweight.

Application 6. Applications for dealer licenses must be received by the Board by no later than
deadline July 31st of each year.  
 
License issuance   7. (1) Licenses shall be issued by the Board annually on August 1st of each year.

    (2) No person who was not a licensed dealer for the previous marketing season
shall be issued a license for a current marketing season or any subsequent
seasons.

   (3) No person shall be issued a license unless that person is a member in good
standing in the Dispute Resolution Corporation, and the license of that person
shall be suspended immediately by the Board if the person’s membership in
the Dispute Resolution Corporation is suspended, cancelled, or terminated for
any reason. 

Violation 8. Any licensee who is found to have violated any provision of a plan or any order or
regulation of the Board shall be liable to have his license suspended or canceled
forthwith.

Transfer of 9. No dealer license may be the subject of a transfer to another person without the
license prior written approval of  the Board. 

Expiry 10. All licenses shall expire on the 31st day of July in each year.

Renewal           11. Any dealer who is in arrears with the Board with respect to any levies shall, in
addition to any other penalty therefor, not be entitled to a renewal of any license required
by any licensing order in force from time to time until such time as all arrears of levies
are paid to the Board.

Implied term     12. The following provision shall be deemed to be included in any written or oral
contract between a PEI potato producer  and licensed PEI Potato Dealer for the purchase
of potatoes: “Any dispute, controversy or claim arising out of this contract may, at the
grower’s request, be submitted to, and finally settled by, arbitration administered by the
Fruit and Vegetable Dispute Resolution Corporation in accordance with its published
rules and procedures.  Judgment on the award rendered by the arbitrator(s) may be
entered in any court having  jurisdiction thereof.”

Details of sale     13. (1) All dealers shall, within a period of twenty-four hours of finalizing a sale of 
to be furnished  potatoes from the Province of Prince Edward Island, be required to furnish the
to Board Board with the name of the buyer; the destination for such shipment; the quantity

and size of package; the price; and the mode of transportation, and shall be required
before making such shipment to obtain a transportation number from the Board and
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furnish to the Board the invoice covering such shipment within a period of thirty
days from the date of shipment.

   (2) Each shipment referred to in subsection 13.(1) shall be evidenced by separate
   invoice, and no invoices purporting to cover more than one shipment shall be

accepted by the Board as compliance with the requirements of subsection 13.(1).

Unsatisfied  14. (1) In the event an unsatisfied judgment is registered against an applicant
judgments  for a dealer’s license, or against any other entity owned or controlled by such

applicant which previously held a dealer’s license issued by the Board, the Board
shall be entitled to refuse to issue a dealer’s license to such applicant until all such
judgments are paid and satisfied.  In addition, it shall be a term and condition of
each dealer’s license issued by the Board that, in the event that any judgment be
registered against a licensed dealer in Prince Edward Island and remain unsatisfied
for a period greater than seven days, the license of such dealer shall be liable to
suspension or cancellation at the discretion of the Board.

Conflicting    (2) In the event that information relating to sale of Prince Edward Island potatoes 
information provided by a dealer to the Board orally, in order to obtain a Board transportation

order number, varies from information contained in the invoice respecting such sale
forwarded to the Board, the Board may, at its discretion, withhold the issuance of
further Board transportation order numbers to such dealer until such time as the
dealer has an explanation acceptable to the Board for such variance.

Failure to provide (3) In the event that a dealer declines or fails to provide to the Board a copy of the
invoices invoice in respect to any sale of Prince Edward Island potatoes within thirty days of

receipt by such dealer of a Board transportation order number in respect to such
sale, the Board may, in its discretion, withhold the issuance of further Board
transportation order numbers to such dealer until such time as the dealer has made
an explanation acceptable to the Board for the refusal or failure to provide such
invoice in the time stipulated.

Power to withhold      (4) The Board hereby delegates to such of its employees who, in the ordinary
course of their duties as employees of the Board issue Board transportation order
numbers, the power to withhold Board transportation order numbers for the reasons
and in the manner set out in subsections 14.(2) and (3).

SCHOOL ACT 
STUDENTS AND PARENTS REGULATIONS 

AMENDMENT 

(Approved by His Honour the Lieutenant Governor in Council dated 18 
July 2006.) 

Pursuant to section 147 of the School Act R.S.P.E.I. 1988, Cap. S-2.1, 
Council made the following regulations: 

1. Section 1 of the School Act Students and Parents Regulations 
(EC69/96) is amended by the revocation of subsection (2) and the 
substitution of the following: 

(2) No person under the age of six years may be enrolled in a school, 
unless 

(a) the person may be enrolled in school under subsection (1); 
(b) the person within six months before seeking enrolment in a 
school in the province, 

(i) was enrolled in a formal school program in another 
jurisdiction, and 
(ii) received regular progress assessments from the administrator 
of the formal school program in the other jurisdiction that are 
provided and acceptable to the school board enrolling the person 
under this section; or 

(c) the person’s date of birth cannot be determined and the person is 
assessed as being school-ready by the school board. 

2. These regulations come into force on July 29, 2006. 
 
 

EXPLANATORY NOTES 
 
SECTION 1 provides exceptions to the requirement that a child be six 
years old for enrolment in a school.  This covers a situation where a 
child’s date of birth is unknown because the child is a refugee and the 
child’s parents are dead, or a child who has been adopted from another 
country but the date of birth is unknown.  It also applies where a child

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has already been in a formal school program in another jurisdiction or 
where the child reaches six by the deadline given in subsection (1). 
 
SECTION 2 provides for the commencement of these regulations.
