Under the Natural Products Marketing Act, R.S.P.E.I. 1988, Cap. N-3, the Poultry Meat Commodity
Marketing Regulations and the Prince Edward Island Chicken Order made pursuant to the Agricultural
Products Marketing Act (Canada), the Prince Edward Island Poultry Meat Commodity Marketing Board
makes the following order:  
 

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND CHICKEN QUOTA ORDER  
 
Application 1. This order applies to the control and regulation of the production and marketing of

chicken in the Province of Prince Edward Island.  
 
Interpretation  2. (1) The meaning of words herein shall be as defined herein or, if not defined, as in

the Natural Products Marketing Act R.S.P.E.I. 1988, Cap. N-3 and the Prince Edward
Island Poultry Meat Commodity Marketing Regulations.  

 
            (2) In this order:  

 
(a) "Agency" means Chicken Farmers of Canada (CFC) created under the Farm
Products Agencies Act (Canada).  

 
(b) "Chicken" means a chicken of any class or parts thereof produced in the
Province of Prince Edward Island but does not include a chicken that is:  

 
(i) five months or older;  

 (ii) ten days or younger; or  
 (iii) used in egg production.  
 

(c) "Board" means the Prince Edward Island Poultry Meat Commodity Marketing
Board;  

 
(d) "Processor" means any person engaged in the slaughtering of chicken;  

 
(e) "Producer" means any person who raises chicken for processing, for sale to the
public, or for use in products manufactured by him; and 

 
(f) "Basic production quota" means a quota allocated by the Board to a producer
in terms of kilograms of eviscerated poultry meat to be utilized by the Board as
a base for annual production quota allocations to producers.

  
Exemption  3. A producer who produces and markets poultry meat from less than 500 chickens in

a calendar year is exempt from this order.  
 
Quotas property
of the board 4. Quota is the property of the board.  

Commitment  
to produce  5. Quota is not only a restriction on the amount to be produced, but is also a

commitment by the quota holder to produce.  
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Quota holders  6. (a) Quota will be issued in the name of an individual.  
 
Idem      (b) Where facilities are owned by a limited company, quota will be issued to an
                                       individual nominated by the company.  
 
Registration of 
facilities  7. Facilities used to produce the quota shall be registered with the board.  
 
Transferability  8. Quota shall not be sold, rented, leased or transferred between producers, and shall

revert to the board when a producer ceases operations, but may be re-issued to a
purchaser of the production unit at the discretion of the board.  

 
Licenses 9. Licenses to market under a quota will be issued on a annual and/or periodic basis,

both of which may be varied depending on the provincial allocation received from
Chicken Farmers of Canada.  

 
Over production 10. Over production shall be subject to the penalties established by the Board and

Chicken Farmers of Canada from time to time. Such penalties may include a reduction
in quota or license for the next calendar year and/or monetary penalties.  

 
Idem 11. No penalty shall apply for over or under production in any one marketing period,

provided that the production for the periodic allocation is within the quota or license
issued.  

 
Underproduction 12. If the producer fails to produce 95% of his quota or license within a periodic

allocation, the Board may transfer the unused portion of his quota to other applicants
unless reasonable cause for such production can be established to the satisfaction of the
Board.  

 
Maximum holdings 13. The maximum quota that may be held by an individual producer is set at 750,000

kilograms eviscerated weight.  
 
Payment
of levies 14. Quota or license may be withheld or revoked by the board for failure to pay

provincial or agency levies, or for failure to comply with the Act or regulations.  
 
Conversion to
eviscerated weight 15. The conversion from live weight to eviscerated weight shall be as established by

Agriculture and Agri-Food Canada unless actual weights are available.  
 
Producer
requirements  16. (1) Producers and new producers applying for quota must satisfy the board that they

have, or will have within a reasonable period of time,
 

(a) suitable facilities;  
 (b) adequate financial arrangements; and 

(c) an assured market.  

Prohibition  17. (1) No person shall maintain or place chicken for market in excess of 500 chicken
placements per year without having first received a quota from the board.  

 
     (2) No producer shall produce chicken in excess of the quota issued to him in a    
  given calendar year.  
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Overmarketing levy 22. (1) Subject to assessment of an overmarketing levy by Chicken Farmers of Canada,
the Board may impose a levy on a producer who produces in excess of 102% of
allocated production.  

 
      (2) The overmarketing levy assessed by the Board will be $0.44/kg live weight on

                                        production between 102% and 104% of allocation and $0.88/kg live weight on
                                        production in excess of 104% of allotted production.  
 
Revocation  23. Board Order PMCMB92-2 is hereby revoked.
